Knowing Christ
(Matthew 16:12-20)

Trusting Christ
(1 John 5:9-15)

Loving Christ
(1 John 4:7-18)

Obeying Christ
(John 14:18-26)

…means believing 

that God has given 
you eternal life (1 
John 5:11-13)



Eternal Life is a…
…gift. It cannot be 

earned. (John 10:27-29. It 
is a gift that is received by 
faith Failure to believe 
makes God a liar



Security
Those who have 

trusted Christ for 
salvation have 
eternal security



Assurance…
…is the confident 

realization that in Christ 
we have eternal life and 
forgiveness of sin.

…means believing

that God both hears
and answers prayer.
