Able to Hear

If you want to be

� Then the LORD

inscribe it on tablets, 
That the one who reads 
it may run.

When God speaks, we 
need to keep a daily 
record of what He says. 



Habakkuk 2:3 
� “For the vision is yet for 

the appointed time; 
It hastens toward the goal It hastens toward the goal 
and it will not fail. 
Though it tarries, wait for 
it; For it will certainly 
come, it will not delay.” 



When God tells us 
to wait, we need to 
wait. 



Habakkuk 2:4
� “Behold, as for the 
proud one, his soul is 
not right within him; not right within him; 
but the righteous will 
live by his faith. 



“The Righteous Shall Live by 
Faith!!”

When God finally says what 
you have been waiting to 
hear, you need to move.
